Jean-Michel GUYS is well known among the paediatric surgeons worldwide. He is the chief of general paediatric surgery at the Timone Hospital for Sick Children in Marseilles, France. He is the current president of the European Union of Paediatric Surgeons’ Association (EUPSA).
His educational background includes general paediatric surgery and urology training with Professor M. Carcassonne and G. Monfort (1974-1980) in Marseilles. During his scientific training, he worked as a visiting doctor with famous European and North American paediatric surgeons such as H. Hendren, JS Randolph, F. Soave, N. Genton, DA Scott.
Dr Guys became Professor in paediatric surgery in 1990. His main research interest is the development of voiding function and the consequences of neurologic urinary tract dysfunction. Other fields of his clinical interest include genitalia, anorectal malformations, congenital digestive diseases, and malignant tumours. As the president of the French Society of Paediatric Surgery (SFCP), he is involved in numerous national or international educational programs. He was the chairman of the Educational Office of the European Union of Paediatric Surgeons’ Association for 6 years.

He is a reviewer for many journals of paediatric surgery including JPS, EJPS, the Journal of Urology and the Journal of Paediatric Urology. He has published 4 books, 35 chapters in textbooks, more than 100 articles in peer reviewed journals and presented 250 papers at international scientific meetings.

He is a member of numerous international medical and scientific societies such as BAPS, ESPU, AAP, EUPSA…and honorary member and friend of numerous scientific societies around the Mediterranean Sea. He is 60 years old, married to Danielle and has 3 children.

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IMRE PILASZANOVICH

(1911-1990)

IMRE PILASZANOVICH’s name and activities are well known in many European countries. In Pécs, he has become a legend. „Uncle Pila” as everybody called him, not only treated thousands of sick children, but also contributed greatly to the development of paediatric surgery in Hungary.

Dr. Imre Pilaszanovich was born on May 4th, 1911. He graduated from the Medical School of Innsbruck, Austria. He was a resident and later senior resident in surgery at the General Hospital in Zagreb, Croatia, from 1935 to 1941. He continued his work at the Surgical Department of the Medical University of Pécs, Hungary ‘till 1947. At  that time, paediatric surgery was not an independent specialty. As a general surgeon, he regularly attended and treated the surgical patients of the Department of Paediatrics, where he worked as the head of the Paediatric Surgical Unit until retirement in 1981.
A large number of young paediatric surgeons were trained by him. He was very active in many fields of paediatric surgery, such as anorectal agenesis, neonatal surgery as well as tuberculosis of bones and joints and acute osteomyelitis.

Dr. Pilaszanovich had over 80 publications. He was the president of Paediatric Surgical Section of the Hungarian Association of Surgeons between 1976 and 1979. He received several awards, honours and honorary memberships which all reflect his successful career. He was a close friend of Professor Fritz Rehbein of Bremen, Germany.
He continues to live in the mind of his students, friends and patients. By establishing the “Imre Pilaszanovich Visiting Professorship” his colleagues and friends wish to cherish the memory of this outstanding man.
