Announcement of research fellowships

REQUIREMENTS FOR ADMISSION:

· Age limit 35 years;

· Advanced degree or equivalent qualification (M.A. or M.Sc.) obtained in one of the member countries of the Alps-Adria Working Community.

The following documents should be submitted with an application:

- curriculum vitae; 
- description of the research project; 
- copy of the graduation certificate; 
- certificate of Italian language skills (optional); 
- list of publications (if applicable); 
- letter of recommendation from the home University; 
- letter of acceptance from the supervisor research teacher at the University of Trieste.
